Environmental Public Hearing on the proposal submitted by M/s Kathla Mata Stone Crusher
(Proprietor Smt. Kalpana Devi) for extraction of Stone, Sand & Bajri from Khasra no.
A31/2(NEW NO. 476/431) and 432/7(NEw No. 484/432) measuring 08-73-22 Hectares at Mauza
Jaisinghpur, Mohal Bagh Kulja, Tehsil Jaisingpur. District Kangra, Himachal Pradesh was
organized on 22.08.2019 at 11.00 AM by H.P. State Pollution Control Board, Regional
Office Dharamshala as per notification No-SO-1533, dated 14.09.2006. This public hearing
was organized by the H.P. State Pollution Control Board under the chairmanship of ADM,
Kangra at Dharamshala according to prescribed .process of pub'lic hearing. The attendance
sheet of participants present in the public hearing is enclosed as Annexure-1. In this public
hearing Panchayat Pradhan of concerned and nearby Panchayats. other public representatives
& residents of local Panchayats were present. First of all Er. Brij Bushan, Regional Officer.
H.P.SP.C.B. Dharamshala welcomed the Chairman. officers and officials of various
Departments. representatives ol all Panchayats. local public. project proponent and their
consultants. He requested everyone to express their views. comments. suggestions and
objections regarding the proposal submitted without any fear and pressure, and then he
requested the Chairman to kindly permit to start the Public Hearing. The Chairman permitted
to start the process of public hearing. ADM, Kangra at Dharamshala also requested the
people present in this Environmental Public Hearing to express their views, comments,
suggestions and objections regarding this proposed Mining Lease without any fear and
pressure from any corner. Afier that R.O. HPSPCB requested the project proponent to present
the details about their proposal. The detailed description regarding this proposed Mining Area
and the EIA report was given by the consultant of the unit. Videography of the public hearing
was also done. Accordingly the proceedings of the Environmental Public Hearing were

recorded and the same are reproduced here.

Firstly he welcomed all the people
present. He opposed the project proposal
and asked the committec to record his
complaints. He said that. already there
are few existing crushers established
near Beas causing
environment pollution. He said that as
per the rules mining more than 1 meter is
not allowed. Mining starts here from
Haroti khad to Haroti Bridge and
requested the Chairman to visit the
mining site and get the videography
carried out of the mining sites and to
send the same to the ministry. He said
that they have been opposing the mining
activities in the area and their request is
not being considered. He said that the
noise pollution is being created by the
crushers and the dust from these crushers
settle down in the houses of surrounding
Panchayats which is causing very high
pollution. Due to the crushers there is
damage to life and material and one boy
has already lost his life as he drowned in
the pit created due to mining activities
which was filled with water. We people
have been opposing many times in this
regard and no minig lease in the area
should be issued. The crusher should not
be within 100 meter range from the
khud/river, The sources of drinking
water are getting polluted. Due to the
mining activities, the water level goes
down. He said that the owner of the
crusher is not having good behavior
towards the people and usually makes
false allegation against the people to
drag into the court and also abuses them.

It was informed by Mrs.
Diksha Gupta. consultant of
the unit that during the
rainy season. the sand, bajri
and stone gets collected in

the river. The mining
activities help in
maintaining the flow of

river and if the sand. stone
and Bajri  are not
collected/mined. then the
water level will rise and the
water will overflow in the
land on the banks of the
river. The applied area by
the project proponent is
private land area measuring

(08-73-22 hectre with the
proposed production
capacity of 1 lakhs 395
MT/YEAR. As per the

study, in this river 23 lakh
57 thousand million tons of
sand. Bajri and stones get
accumulated in every rainy
season. Only 4 percent
mining of the total capacity
is proposed to be done. The
mining activities fall under
A and B category. llere
there are three more mining
leases in the area of 500
meters of the proposed
mining lease, so this mining
lease falls in category B.
The studies of the area have

been carried out and the
water, air and soil are
within  the  prescribed

standards. So due to the
mining activities, there will
be no effect.

As far as mining depth is
concerned, the mining lease
owner is allowed to mine
up to I meter depth and this
is ensured by the mining

(hat allows us to monitor
the identified location,
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questioned on the working of the mining
department in this regard. He informed
that the approach roads for the plying of
the vehicles by the various crushers
passes cither through the government
land or private land and all these
crushers cannot run their vehicles above
the land of the department. They have no
way to carry things, He requested to
inspect all the three Crushers in the area
and its nearby areas. As per the rules,
digging up 1o 3 feet depth is allowed, but
here in hadoti area, the depth of the
mined area is around twenty feet and at
some places it has exceeded 30 feet.
Multiple ~ departments  have  been
authorized to stop illegal mining, butl no
action is done, He quéstioncd the districl
administration how many times the
mining areas have been inspected by the

officials. He also raised the issue that |
due to the illegal mining, deep pits are |

being created in the range of 20 to 30
feet, which also threatens the bridges and
our private land. He also requested the
district administration to inspect the area.
He also informed about the noise level
parameters for the industrial area and
residential area. He finally raised his
objection against the proposal of the
unit.

Firstly he welcomed all the people
present, He informed that the land in the
area was used for cultivation and for the
grazing of animals. He [urther said that
the Vijay Stone Crusher do not have any
social obligation for the local public
neither he helps any needy people. He
informed that there is a temple of Kabir
Panthis nearby which has got damaged
and the people want the temple o be
rebuilt, but he is also not willing to help
them. If any industry is set up and if
there is any loss to the people due to that
industry. then the industry will have to
compensate for it. All the crushers are
using the same approach road and only
the adjoining stone crusher named Mata
Asha Puri stone crusher have constructed
some part of the road adjacent to it and
the other crushers do not want to spend a
single penny on it. He said that no more
crushers should be installed here so that
there is no harm to tourism. There arc
already 3 crushers running here. He said
that there is a water scheme here. which
falls in Hamirpur district; which is also
suffering a huge loss and despite of such
big projects, we are still craving for
water. He urged all the people that they
too should raise their hands against the
proposal. He finally lodged his objection
against the proposal.

He informed that there is a water
scheme of 17 crores running here and
there are 5 percolation wells in that
scheme in which 2 wells have stopped
working. It seems that the water of the
wells have started drying up due to
mining, If this process continues like
this, then within 2-3 years, the 17 crore
scheme given by the government will
stop functioning. The entire village is
against mining. He demanded from the
administration that the ideas they have
puwt here should reach the Ministry of
Environment and this mining lease
should be canceled. He asked that if an
officer has collected any figures of this
mining lease, they should be made
public. He also expressed his views
about sound and air pollution. He finally
lodged his objection against the
proposal.

He questioned whether the mining can
be done by haand or not. The mining is
done with the JCB at night time. If this
public hearing had been in some other
place then there would have been more
gathering. The crusher people threaten
the people to file false cases against
them and we donot want to get involved
in court matters. He finally lodged his
objection against the proposal.
